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INTERPRETATION OF THE FIGURE OF ALEXANDER IN HISTORICAL
SCIENCE

Abstract: The name of Alexander the Great has been the subject of world political, military
and literary literature for more than two thousand years. Under the name of Alexander, Alexander
the Great, who is usually called Alexander the Great, Alexander the Rumi or Alexander the Great
in the countries of the Near and Middle East, is imagined. Many statesmen, military experts,
historians, and writers have spoken about Alexander and reflected him in their works.

INTRODUCTION

There is increasing attention to the study of the historical figure and his artistic image. This
issue is of great interest not only to literary critics, but also to politicians, historians and
philosophers, sociologists, psychologists, educators and many other experts. As our lives today
undergo fundamental changes and we reach a stage of great development, people's interest in
history is increasing.

The invasion of the borders of our country by the Greeks under the leadership of Alexander
the Great and the uprising against them under the leadership of Spitamen are reflected in many
sources and literature.

DISCUSSION AND RESULTS

The works of ancient Greek and Roman historians and geographers serve as an important
source in studying the history of Central Asia, as well as Uzbekistan in ancient and classical times.
We will briefly dwell on some of the most important of them.

Diodorus (90-21 BC). A great historian; originally from the city of Argyria, Sicily. Diodorus
wrote a work called the Historical Library, consisting of books. This work, written in the direction
of general history, mainly covers the history of Greece and Rome from ancient times to the middle
of the 1st century AD. The work contains valuable information about the peoples of the East, as
well as the ancient peoples of Central Asia and Uzbekistan (Scythians, Sakas, Massagetae,

Bactrians, etc.), and Central Asian-Iranian relations. This work of Diodorus is in many respects a
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compilation. The author widely used the works of Ephorus and Polybius. In addition, in many
cases the events described are not coherent. Despite this, Diodorus's Historical Library is rich in
evidence and has scientific significance. The "Historical Library™ has not survived to our time in
its entirety. Only 15 books have survived: books 1-5, which tell about the history and legends of
the ancient Eastern peoples, and books 11-20, which cover the history of Greece and Rome from
the Greco-Persian wars (500-449 BC) to 301 BC. The work was published in 1774-1775 by |.
Alekseyev (in six parts) and in 1874-1875 by F. G. Mishchenko in two parts.

Pompey Trog (lived between the 1st century BC and the 1st century AD) - a Roman
historian, famous for his work "History of Philip". This work, consisting of 44 books, describes
events that took place in the world from the time of the legendary Assyrian kings to the reign of
the Roman emperor Augustus (63 BC - 14 AD), but the main focus is on the socio-political history
of Greece during the reigns of Philip 1l of Macedon (359-336 BC) and Alexander.

The value of this work is that it was written based on a number of unknown books; it
extensively covered the emergence and history of large states such as Rome and Greece.
Importantly, the author says that such states eventually fall into crisis. However, Pompey Trog's
views on the historical process and its development are idealistic, because he considered tradition
and fate to be the driving force of history. The "History of Philip" contains important information
about the Scythians, Bactria, the cities and large buildings built in Bactria and Sogd during the
reign of Alexander, the events that occurred after the death of Alexander, the origin of the
Parthians, the formation of the Parthian kingdom, the customs of the Parthians; the mutual relations
of Bactria, Parthia and Media. This work of Pompey Trog has come down to our time in a
shortened and revised form by Justin (11-111 centuries) and was published by Ruhl in 1935. The
Russian translation of the work (translators A. Dekonsky and M.I. Rijsky) was published in the
journal "Vestnik drevney istorii™ in 2-4, 1954 and 1, 1955 issues.

Arrian Flavius (c. 95-175 AD) was a major Greek writer, historian and geographer originally
from the city of Nicomedia in Asia Minor. He is the author of the books "On Alexander", "On the
Parthians”, "India" and the 7-volume "Campaigns of Alexander". Arrian's last work ("Campaigns
of Alexander") is of great importance in the study of the ancient history of Central Asia and Iran.
The work describes in detail the history of Alexander's conquests in Iran, Central Asia and other
countries. The work, written in the spirit of panegyric, glorifies Alexander and his activities.
Nevertheless, the work is considered one of the important and main sources on Alexander's
military campaigns. Another valuable aspect of this work is that it is based on numerous

manuscript sources and official documents.
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Arrian Flavius's "The Campaigns of Alexander” was published in German (Muller; Leipzig,
1886) and Russian (Korenkov; Tashkent, 1912 and M.Ye. Sergeyenko, M.—L., 1962). Quintus
Curtius Rufus (1st century AD) is a famous Roman historian. He wrote a 10-book work called
"The History of Alexander the Great" about Alexander's military campaigns in Iran, Central Asia
and other countries. The author widely used the memoirs and works of Ptolemy Lagus and
Alexander's companions Onesicritus and Callisphene. This work by Quintus Curtius Rufus
extensively covers the conquest of Central Asia by Alexander's troops, the struggle of the peoples
of Central Asia against foreign invaders, in particular, the uprising led by Spitamenus.

"The History of Alexander the Great" was published in 1841 by Miitzel, in 1867 by T.
Noldeke and in 1885 by Fogel. A new Russian translation was published under the editorship of
B.S. Sokolov (M., 1963).

Alexander the Great (356 BC, Pella - 323.13.6, Babylon) - Macedonian commander and
statesman. Son of the Macedonian king Philip Il and his wife Olympias. He was educated by
Aristotle, learned military affairs from his father. In 336, after Philip 1l was assassinated by
conspirators, he ascended the throne of Macedonia. In 334, Alexander began a campaign in Iran.
This war of conquest began during the reign of his father Philip 11, and was stopped by his death.
Alexander's army included the generals Antipater, Parmenion, and Ptolemy Lagus, as well as about
30,000 infantry, 5,000 cavalry, lightly armed auxiliary units, and 160 ships.

Alexander defeated the armies of Darius Il in the battles of Granicus (334), Issus (333) and
Gaugamela (331). Alexander captured the central cities of Iran - Babylon, Susa, Persepolis and
Egypt. After Alexander conquered Bactria in 329, the satrap Bess, crossing the Oke (Ukuz, Amu
Darya) and retreating to Navtaka (the Kashkadarya oasis). But Bess was quickly captured and
executed. Then, Alexander captured Samarkand (in Morocco) and headed towards the Syrdarya,
where he founded a city, calling it Alexandria Eskhata (Edge of Alexandria). In general,
Alexander's policy of conquest towards Central Asia met with fierce resistance. Alexander the
Great thought that he would easily conquer Sogdiana. He imagined that the Scythians would hand
over their lands to him without a war or resistance. Alexander's thoughts ultimately turned out to
be a crude fantasy. The Sogdians attacked Alexander from all sides and did not give him peace.
Alexander was especially troubled when he took the city of Kiropil. Sogdiana was not easily
handed over to Alexander. Alexander made many promises to Spitamen. He even wanted to give
him the governorship of Sogdiana. Spitamen preferred death to patriotism. Alexander began to
pursue Spitamen. Hearing that he was in Morocco, he sent an army of three thousand infantry and

800 cavalry under the command of the commander Macedonia. He himself went along the Tanais
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River. He built a city on the banks of this river. The famous scientist Bobojon Gafurov emphasizes
that the city of Alexandria was built not on the banks of the Tanais River, but on the banks of the
Jaxart (Syr) River. He named it Alexandria. The work emphasizes that this city was rebuilt in a
very short time. It was completed in just seventeen days. Scientists say that this city was built on
the site of the present-day city of Khujand (Leninabad). Professor M. M. Lyutov claims that the
city of Alexandria was not built on the site of the present-day city of Khujand, but on the Syr Darya
River near Bekabad. Alexander gives this city to Greek merchants. Indeed, Alexander the Great
founded several cities in Central Asia. The names of some of them are still preserved. According
to N.P. Ostroumov, in Central Asia you can hear such names as Iskander Lake, Iskander Soy,
Iskander Castle, Iskander Tower, Iskander City in different places. The Iskander River merges
with the Yagnab River to form the Fon River. This river is located in Tajikistan, and at the foot of
the Hissar Mountains there is also the village of Iskander. Information about Alexander's
personality is also widely presented in the work. It describes his wounding during the capture of
the city of Kiropil and his suffering from this wound for a long time. “After Alexander was
wounded, he lay down with a fever for several days. Alexander could not even stand on his feet,
let alone ride a horse. Sometimes he even became mentally depressed. He thought more about his
warriors. His voice had become very weak, he could barely speak. Even those sitting very close
could barely hear his voice”. In fact, the Sogdians did not turn out as Alexander thought. Alexander
suffered many casualties here, was wounded. He lost his famous commanders, was separated from
his brave warriors. He himself could not even live a day in peace.

CONCLUSION

Although the image of Alexander is interpreted in the work as a positive hero, his policy of
conquest is described without departing from historical realities. Arrian's "Alexander's
Campaigns" provides the historical basis for the image of Alexander. Two books of Arrian's work
are devoted to the history of Central Asia, and a unique depiction of history is presented. Arrian
also approaches the scattered historical sources and tries to present them as authentically as
possible. “Alexander came to the banks of the Oxus River,” says the author. The chapters leading
up to this one tell of Alexander’s campaign in Iran and his victory over the Iranian king Darius.
After the Iranian king was defeated, he fled to the Caucasus Mountains. Alexander pursued him
relentlessly. The pursuit lasted for several days. Darius tried to hide in the Caucasus Mountains.
However, Bess, despite being the Iranian king’s closest confidant, killed Darius, took his wealth,
and fled to Central Asia. Alexander found Darius’s body and ordered him to be buried with honors

according to Eastern customs, and then followed Bess’s footsteps. He spent some time in the
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Caucasus, where he “built a city and named it Alexandria.” The Oxus River is the ancient name of
the present-day Amu Darya. "This river was one of the largest rivers in Asia, excluding the Indian
rivers,” Arrian writes in the work.

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EFFECTIVE OF INSTRUCTIONAL MATERIALS OF THE PROFESSIONAL
PEDAGOGY

education.

Materials in teaching are items, examples, scenes, songs, pictures, or books that aid the
teaching-learning process. Most of the materials for teaching local language can either be bought
or made by the teacher. The teacher should tailor his/her materials to the ability of the learners, the
concept and the competences to be developed and the learning situation at hand. The teacher-made
materials are therefore specific and tend to answer the needs of the lesson more accurately. This
chapter focuses on the materials used when teaching in local language in Primary schools. Most
of the teaching materials can be got from the environment. The teacher needs to look out for the
resources such as banana fibres, bottle tops, boxes, natural colours, counting sticks and empty
plastic bottles. Examples of the teachermade materials for teaching in local language include:
pictures, cards, letter cards, flash cards, work cards, alphabet cards/charts, jig saws, writing
cards/papers/booklets, reading cards, rhymes, simple readers and stories. All these should be made
carefully, used effectively and stored well. In order to do this, the teacher needs some specific
skills in developing, using and storing these materials. The benefits of using teacher-made
materials include:

-They aid comprehension, perception and retention They are cheap and handy
- They are readily available

- They are tailored according to audience

- They can be adjusted to suit the different abilities in the class

- They promote fast-track literacy achievement

- They promote creative writing in local languages

- They help improve teacher-pupil relationships

- They help the teacher to use more than one of the learners’ senses
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- They can be put into multiple usage in teaching different concepts relevant to prevailing situations
and other things that may be unique to that audience

- They promote teacher’s creativity Development The developed materials may differ in content,
size or design. They require time, creativity and skills when making them. They must be attractive
and well made[1]. There is need for the cooperation of the learners and school administration to
provide the raw materials. After they have been made, they must be used according to the topic
for which they were intended and the teaching/learning situation. However, materials can be
adapted such as using a science chart in teaching parts of the body in reading. Instructional
materials which a teacher can make in the teachinglearning process include: Pictures These are
drawn on papers or manila with the use of pencils, crayons or markers. In circumstances where
materials are scarce, the teacher may use charcoal pieces or sharpened bamboo pens with colour
squeezed from flowers or leaves to work as ink

Letter cards These are made by cutting manila sheets in cards to the size of the teacher’s
choice with letters printed on. These can be single letters or a number the teacher may decide on.
The letters must be well-shaped and correctly written according to their cases: lower and upper
cases. Flash cards These are made by cutting a manila sheet into the length and shape matching
with the use. If the cards are for words, they are short; and if they are intended for sentences, then
they are made longer. They can as well be shaped otherwise for arousing interest in the learners.
The printed words or sentences must be written in correct shapes of letters. If the teacher has the
time, he/she could put a binding line around it to make it attractive and to help the word (sentences)
stand out. If there is masking tape, the card can be bound to protect it from getting torn easily.
Work cards These are pieces of papers cut from manila or card board with exercises on. The
making of these cards like flash cards, is cut according to the length of the exercise. Writings on
such a card can be made with a ball pen, felt-pen or a marker. The choice of colour of the print
should have some level of contrast from that of the manila sheet[2].

Jig-saws Jig-saws can be made from cards, plastics and wood. They have well printed
words, or pictures that have been cut and can be joined to make sense. They are usually cut into
two or more pieces to make the exercise of joining challenging to the learner. The more pieces a
jig-saw has, the more complex the joining exercise is to the learner. The complex jig-saw requires
learners’ higher competence to build them correctly. Jig-saws can be used to assess learners’
organisational, manipulative and observational competences as well as critical thinking, problem-
solving and skills of discovery. Picture cards These are also cards like those described above but

bear only pictures without words. In order to develop such cards, the manila sheet is cut into pieces
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of a size of the teacher’s choice. Pictures are drawn and a frame is put at the edge of the card.
These cards may have one picture, two or several on the same card. Writing cards/papers/booklets
These differ from the above in terms of content on them. These cards have lines and sample letters,
words or patterns for the pupil to copy from. Alternatively, these can be papers instead of cards.
However, the space between the lines on such a card or paper are smaller so that the writer is
guided by the lines in terms of shape, size and length of the sticks and tails of letters. The completed
writing cards can be put together into a booklet. This helps the teacher to make a follow-up of the
progress of the learner.

Reading Materials

- Reading cards are made like writing cards but the difference is that reading cards have words,
sentences and sometimes short stories. They may also have pictures to support the content being
read.
- Readers: These are booklets of between 4-20 pages. They have pictures and stories which are
within the learner’s experience. The language used is gauged according to the level of the learners.
The size of letters also depends on the level of the learners the material is being prepared for, so is
the number of words on a single page. By P3, children should be able to write simple story books
with pictures in their local languages.

Story books: These are books with stories of two to three pages. They are sometimes with
pictures. Usage The teacher should plan when and how to use the materials in the lesson. The
materials made can be used at the beginning of the lesson, in the middle, at the end of the lesson.
Correct judgement of when to use the material during the lesson is important. Picture cards, letter
cards and alphabet cards are used for learners who are beginning to read particularly in P1. Flash
cards, work cards, reading cards, writing cards are used for learners who have started to read and
need practice. Readers are used when the learners have learned to read sentences. These materials
can be used as a whole class e.g. when learners read aloud, in groups, in pairs or individually as
the teacher may have prepared. Children with special learning needs should be taken care of when

preparing the materials[3].

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ANNOTATION. This article is dedicated to the analysis of the text of the epic
“Alpomish”. It examines the occurrences of assonance, gemination, dialectisms, and antithesis in
the text. Additionally, the article focuses on the use of phraseological units and proverbs, as well
as the issues related to nature and humanity presented in the epic.

Keywords: “Alpomish” epic, assonance, gemination, dialectisms, gradation, antithesis,
phraseology, proverbs, nature, and humanity.

INTRODUCTION. In the epic “Alpomish”, the interrelationship between language and
culture is intricately connected to the life and values of the people. This work not only represents
one of the most ancient and significant parts of national Uzbek literature but also occupies a
distinctive place in literary studies, particularly in the processes of linguistic and cultural
production. Through each section of the epic, the interaction and mutual influence of language and
culture become evident. By “linguistic and cultural production,” we refer to the process by which
language and culture are intertwined to generate new cultural codes, the production of language
within its cultural context, and the role of language in transmitting these codes to future
generations. This article examines the linguistic and cultural production processes in “Alpomish”,
the impact of language on cultural production, and the reflection of cultural wealth through the
epic as a whole.

1. Assonance. Assonance refers to the repetition of vowel sounds within a line of poetry.
It is defined in the Glossary of Linguistic Terms as the “repetition of vowel sounds” (from the
French assonance — harmony of sounds). The repetition of vowels, particularly the harmonious
pairing of sounds such as a-0, o‘-u, or i-e, is most commonly observed in poetic speech. This
phenomenon can be clearly illustrated through examples taken from the epic “Alpomish”.

“The harmony of the sounds “a-o‘”: “Jafolarga tushib endi tanda jon, Taraf tortib bu
maydonda Qorajon , Qalmoq bari Qorajonga garadi. Juppay qilib yogasidan ushladi, dustamon
gip uni qoqib tashladi. ” Translation: Fallen into torment, now a soul in pain, he turned towards
the field where Qorajon stood. All those around looked toward Qorajon. Suddenly, he grabbed

him by the collar, and with a quick strike, his companion knocked him down. “Duchor bo‘ldi
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Qorajoning ge ‘liga, ushlaganda otdi Chilbir che‘liga, to e ‘lguncha duoge ‘ying be ‘larman, ke ‘p
yashagin, ke ‘p yilgacha o‘Imagin.” Translation: He fell into the hands of Qorajon, and when he
was seized, he threw himself into the Chilbir steppe. May you live long, may you never die, | will
be your prayer until my death.

2. Gemination. Gemination refers to the repetition of identical consonants within a word.
This technique allows the artist to vividly depict the emotional states of a character, such as joy or
sorrow, in a more expressive and intensified manner. By examining examples from the epic
“Alpomish”, we can see how this method is used to convey such emotions. The translation is
generally accurate, but the phrasing can be refined for better clarity and flow while staying true to
the original text. Here's an improved version: “Boysariga qattiq azob berarman, O°lib ketdi
galmog gachcha, olmoqchi Hakim bekbachcha, Olchi- chikka bo ‘lib shunday aylanib, kallasiman
kelib yerga uradi, Qorajonga pirlar quwat beradi, Qalmoglarning ko ‘pin izza giladi.” | will
inflict severe torment upon his body, he died, unwilling to leave, though struggling to stay. Hakim,
helpless, tried to take him, but he spun around, crumbling into pieces, his head striking the ground.
The elders grant strength to Qorajon, and the fallen's suffering intensifies."

3. Dialectisms. Dialectics are classified into three types: phonetic dialectics, lexical
dialectics, and ethnographic dialectics. Phonetic dialectisms refer to the alteration of sounds, such
as sound omission, addition, substitution, or the repetition of sounds. These variations are
manifested in the speech patterns of different dialects. For example: “Ko ‘rganimni yig ‘lab arq
gip turayin, siyosatman, kelib maydonda turadi, bizga dori o‘zbak go‘shi, tangqa taylab ne
cho ‘llarni yoylagan, hammasi choydish- qumg ‘oni qaynatgan, dastarxan yozib, sulab yotgan, Bek
Alpomish uling keldi.” Translation: | cry over what I've seen, as | stand in grief, | am a politician,
standing in the field, Uzbek meat is a medicine for us, he has laid out the tools for work, all boiled
water in a traditional teapot, setting the tablecloth, lying down, Bek Alpomish, your son has
arrived.

2. Lexical Dialectisms. Lexical dialectisms are studied in three categories: pure lexical
dialectisms, ethnographic dialectisms, and semantic dialecticisms. Chechamdolib kelayik, yo'lda
bagan solayik, tug‘u baydoq qo ‘Iga olib, gichov gilib men keyinda borayin, Qalmogshohning
oldiga iyartib bordi, ko ‘ngli buzolib mo ‘ngliq jiladi, enasiman otasiga garadi, et gizuvman bunda
yolg ‘iz golasan, choshka- tushda sop yigitlar keladi, yig ‘ilishgan satta norcha, boybachalar
bekning girdin oladi, kuyov no ‘kar bo ‘lib bunda turadi, Belma- bel olishsa ayrit bo ‘ladi, oltmish

She follows behind the Qalmogshoh, her heart
broken, she weeps mournfully. She looks to her mother and father and says, 'l must say, you will
be left alone in this “et qgizuvman” (a custom from old wedding ceremonies), at twilight, true young
men will come, but only the boisterous boys are gathered. The rich boys will take their place
around the nobleman, the groom stands as a servant among them. If they wrestle with each other,
they will separate. An old man with a small cap and a long beard, it’s now too late, as the time
before sunset has passed, your voice echoes and spreads in all directions.

3. Ethnographic Dialectisms. Ethnographic dialectisms are the names of customs and
traditions specific to the people living in a particular dialectal region. For example: “Obgardonin
ortib oshpaz keldi, ayollari to‘qqiz tovoq qildi, necha xotinlar kampir o°‘ldi qilib, yetmaganiga it
irillar degan rasmini qilib, necha yangalar choch siypatar, qo‘l ushlatar qilib edi.” Translation:
The cook came with his “Obigardon”, the women prepared nine plates, some of the wives were
pretending to be old women, while others made gestures as if the dogs were howling. Some young
women were brushing their hair and holding hands.

4. Gradation. Gradation (from Latin “zinapoya” meaning “step” or “degree”) refers to the
process of intensifying the meaning of one part of a sentence or passage through successive steps.
In literary works, gradation is used to compare situations or to express the emotional states and
feelings of a character, conveying the escalation of their emotions or actions.

Do not boast, | will engage in battle,

I will bring down a hero like you,

| will call forth the Day of Judgment,

I will reclaim what you have taken,

I do not call you human,

In times of war, | will not sorrow,

I will not be a fool like you,

I will not follow the Uzbek faith.

In the example given, the personal situation is described in stages.

5. Antithesis. Antithesis refers to the logical juxtaposition of opposing ideas, sensations,
and symbols, creating a contrast or contradiction between them. It is the phenomenon of placing
or clashing two opposing elements together.

For example: The one who has never seen long to see. The one who has seen it is filled

with contentment. May you experience goodness, and may you never see evil.
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In the above examples, the contrasting elements that create the opposition are: (seen -
unseen, goodness - evil).

6. The Role of Phraseology and Proverbs. The epic “Alpomish” contains numerous
phraseological expressions and proverbs. These phrases reflect the life experience and moral views
of the people. For example, expressions such as “the hero who defends the homeland” or “the
honor and reputation of the people’ help shape the core ideas of the epic and encapsulate the values
of the nation.

At the same time, literary techniques such as emphasis, comparison, irony, and hyperbole
in the epic's language ensure its cultural richness. These elements are used in the oral expression
of the epic and play a significant role in imparting a high moral standing to its heroes.

7. The relationship between nature and humans. Nature and its beauty hold a special
place in the linguistic and cultural features of the epic. Nature, natural phenomena, and the images
associated with them reflect the people's attitude toward the natural world. Alpomish's
determination and aspirations in defending his homeland are often depicted through the beauty
and power of nature. In the symbolic language of the epic, nature enhances its spiritual
significance.

CONCLUSION. In the epic “Alpomish”, language and culture are intricately
interconnected, and through their interaction, the historical, spiritual, and moral values of the
people are expressed. The linguistic and cultural characteristics of the epic demonstrate the rich
heritage of the Uzbek people and highlight the depth of the epic's language, which reflects the
nation's centuries-old culture and historical traditions.

Annotation. The article is devoted to the treatment of severe congenital pathology -
arthrogryposis. General information about this pathology and its causes, as well as the

development of a system for providing care to patients with arthrogryposis, is presented. Variants
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of deformities of the upper and lower extremities are described in detail, as well as methods of
complex treatment of children in the first year of life, depending on the nature and severity of the
pathology.

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Abstract:The article analyzes land and forms of ownership in the Khokand Khanate. At the same
time, the issue of income from land in the khanate is briefly discussed.
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This land was one of the sources of financial income in the Khokand Khanate, and as in
other states, there were various types of them in the Khokand Khanate[1.24]. This issue was
analyzed by scholars who conducted research on the history of the Khokand Khanate, including
R. Nabiev, A. Troitskaya, H. Bobobekov, T. Khudoikulov, M. Akhmedova, M. Alihojiev, and Z.
Khatamova, based on their scientific topic.

In the history of Central Asian statehood, there were traditionally four types of land:
khirazh, amlok, private and wagf lands. Land was one of the resources owned by the rulers and
brought in revenue, and A. Troitskaya's research proves that there were 3 types of them: amlok,
reserve and private lands[2.1.4.]. The lands belonging to the khan were called amlok and were also
recorded in documents as property, and hamini khas[3.1.68.]. Due to the large size of this type of
land, the khan could not use all of it for farming, so he rented it out and received a profit.

In the Khokand khanate, there were types according to the form of land ownership.
R.Nabiev and T.Khudaykulov in the khanate. They analyzed the ownership ofr as follows:

-Mulk -Estates are private lands owned by the rich and leased to farmers.

- ljara-Rent - includes all immovable and movable property - land, ditch, mill, tim, rasta,
ulov, etc. given on certain conditions.

- Urgu is land and other property that was confiscated and turned into the property of the
khan or given to individuals who risked their lives to capture a criminal.

Tankha is a form of ownership that arose due to the gift of some of the estates by the ruler
to people who had rendered special services, and the right to collect taxes on such lands was given
to the sole owners - tankhadars. He received the annual or half income of the land given to him,

several villages, or even a large estate as a gift. Sometimes a person was a tukhabdar for life and
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if his son deserved the favor of the khan, the tankhadar continued in an inherited form. If tankha
or khiraj was given to soldiers, he was called tarkhan.

Not all working people in social life lived in prosperity. Since most of the peasants worked
on rented land and had to pay taxes to the state at the same time as paying rent for the land, they
had almost nothing left from their annual income. This category of peasants was called chorikors.
The khanate employed workers - those hired to do hard work for little money [5.1.22.]. Their daily
life and financial situation were deplorable.V. Nalivkin and M. Nalivkin also note the following:
“Studying the lifestyle of the population living in the territory of the Khokand Khanate, they write
that poor peasants are robbed even by small traders, and representatives of the middle and lower
classes almost do not eat meat” [6.1.33.].

Full information about the land ownership, tax system, and endowment properties of the
Khokand Khanate can also be found in P.P. Ivanov's "Essays on the History of Central Asia"
[7.1.245.]. It analyzes the financial revenues and social views received from the khanate's lands.

Regarding the financial income of the lands in the Khokand khanate, it can be noted that
the funds received from the lands belonging to the khan and his family members were spent on the
expenses of the palace and the khan's family members, as well as the monthly salaries of the
servants.

Koryk lands are lands that were created after the population had adapted wasteland,
waterlogged, rocky lands, reedbeds, and thickets for farming. However, these lands also officially
belonged to the khan, and the ruler could sell or lease them. If the farmer who had developed such
lands wanted to buy them, he was given permission.

Chek lands were lands belonging to the khan and his relatives[8.1.]. According to R.
Nabiev, the khan's property included his reserves, hunting grounds, and private lands allocated for
agricultural purposes[4.2.149.]

The analysis of the documents kept in the UzNA revealed that the Khans often earned
income by buying real estates.One of the documents in the 1043 fund of UzNA contains the lists
of rich people in the Yormasjid area, and the price of their land is also given[9.1.]. The persons
named in this document had a certificate of land ownership.

The title of the list is “List of deed holders in the territory of Yormasjid” (48 o)l 255
e ) (&) e W), The list in this document contains the names of twenty people, and they
owned a total of twenty-three deed holders. According to the document, the total value of the lands
included in these twenty-three deed holders was 3521 gold. From this we can see that the land was

large. The number of lands owned by Azimjanboy himself was 6, and they were valued at 462
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gold. In our opinion, these lands belonged to the khan, and the people whose names are listed
bought the lands. Because they are stamped with the khan’s seal. The seal of the document is
incomprehensible, but it is known that it dates back to 1865-66. The 1043 fund of the Uzbek
Academy of Sciences is the first of 18 notebooks in volume 532, and each financial information
entered in a notebook was stored in the khanate's office. “Zaminhoi vasikadoron” means
landowners who have a vasika. The testator purchased the land, and the testator is a document that
represents the legal basis of the transaction. The name of each testator and the price of the land are
mentioned in it. The son of Mullah Muhammed Bekamqul - 224 gold, the son of
Nurmuhammadboy Rozimuhammad - 200 gold, the son of Gafurjonboy Mallu Mirobidboy - 60
gold, Miroqgilboy, Mirzasalihboy, Nurmuhammadboy - 400 gold, Mulla Diyar and Shirinbibi - 160
gold, Shahrisabzlik belongs to Azimjonboy heirs - 400 gold, son of Qori Muhammadziyo rich
Muhammad Nasirboy - 110 gold, grateful Mallaboy - 150 gold, Mirrakhimboy son of Mirrabbiboy,
Mallaboy son of Roziboy - 210 gold, son of Mulla Muhammadrasul Muhammadnasir - 110 gold,
Gafurjanboy son of Mulla Mirobidboy - 224 gold, Son of Abdurasul Ibodullahboy - 190 gold, son
of Khagnazar Pirnazarboy - 250 gold, Khudoydod Mulla Boboboy ugli — 320 gold, Qori
Nematulloboy — 280 gold, Akhunkhoja Eshan has two certificates — 25 gold, two more heirs of
Azimjonboy from Shakhrisabz — 62 gold 3 quarters, Mulla Dadaboy 145 gold, a total of 3216 gold
3 quarters is written. However, if we calculate the total, there is an error.

There are also documents that indicate that payments were made in the form of products
and money when the lands of the Khokand khans were sold. For example, in the 540th volume of
the 1043 fund of the National Archives of Uzbekistan, there are 11 notebooks. In its fourth
notebook, certain lands in the villages of Gumaili, Dangara, Amirabod, and Tegirmanbashi are
valued at a total of 240 gold coins. Of the specified amount, 224 gold coins were received in the
form of johor, wheat, rice, and alfalfa products, and 16 gold coins were received in cash [9.2.]. It
is clear from this document, dated 1871-72, that the lands belonging to the khan were being sold
to the local population, because an application was written in the name of the khan from an

unnamed person, and the above information is provided.

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In the current conditions of transformational changes in the world economy, the
development, modernization, and improvement of mechanisms for financing social sectors have
become critically important. Especially in the post-COVID-19 pandemic period, the issue of
financing social sectors has gained even more significance, necessitating the development of
innovative solutions and new mechanisms in this area [1].

Global experience shows that, alongside state budget funds, attracting private sector
investments plays a crucial role in financing social sectors. This, in turn, contributes to improving
the quality and expanding the coverage of social services [2]. Moreover, the experience of
developed countries demonstrates that significant results can be achieved by introducing modern
and innovative mechanisms for attracting investments into social sectors.

In Uzbekistan, significant reforms have been implemented in recent years in the financing
of social sectors. Specifically, consistent measures have been taken to introduce public-private
partnership mechanisms, attract funds from international financial institutions, and create
favorable conditions for local and foreign investors. However, there are still several issues in this
regard, and new approaches and mechanisms are required to address them.

The main objective of this article is to analyze the modern mechanisms of attracting
investments in the financing of social sectors, identify existing problems, and develop proposals
and recommendations for their solutions. Additionally, the research also includes studying the
experience of developed countries and adapting their positive experiences to local conditions.

METHODOLOGY AND LITERATURE REVIEW

The research of foreign and local scholars on mechanisms for financing social sectors and
attracting investments has been analyzed, with various theoretical and practical approaches
explored in this field.

Smith [1] in his studies paid special attention to innovative mechanisms for attracting
investments in social infrastructure. According to him, social impact bonds and establishing
special investment funds for financing social projects are considered promising directions. The
author has detailed the successful experiences of these mechanisms in developed countries.

Russian scholar Alekseev [2] examined modern forms of public-private sector
collaboration in financing social sectors. His research discusses the importance of concession
agreements, risk management issues, and project monitoring mechanisms. The approaches
proposed by the scholar have been adapted to the conditions of CIS countries and are of practical

significance.
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Foreign scholars Petrov and others [3] conducted in-depth research on institutional
mechanisms for attracting investments in social sectors. In their studies, public-private partnership
mechanisms hold a special place. The authors analyzed various models of public-private
partnership, highlighting their advantages and disadvantages. Furthermore, they developed
valuable recommendations for adapting institutional mechanisms used in developed countries to
the conditions of developing countries.

Uzbek scholar Karimov [4] studied the current issues of financing social sectors in
Uzbekistan. His research discusses the improvement of the legal framework for attracting foreign
investments, enhancing the institutional environment, and providing additional guarantees to
investors. The recommendations developed by the scholar were prepared considering local
conditions.

Johnson [5] investigated the role of digital technologies in attracting investments to social
sectors. According to him, creating financing mechanisms for social projects based on blockchain
technologies and smart contracts is a promising direction. The innovative solutions proposed by
the author are of practical importance and reflect modern trends.

The research by the International Finance Corporation [6] allows for an analysis of the
dynamics of international investments directed toward social sectors. According to their data, the
volume of impact investments has significantly increased in recent years, and this trend continues.
The analytical materials prepared by the Corporation are an important source for understanding
global trends in financing social sectors.

Wilson [7] conducted in-depth research on the market for social impact bonds. His studies
address the advantages, risk factors, and practical application of this financial instrument. The
approaches proposed by the author expand the opportunities for attracting alternative sources in
financing social projects.

Zhang and Anderson [8] studied the issues of attracting venture capital to social sectors.
Their research thoroughly covers the role of venture funds in financing social projects, investment
strategies, and risk management issues. The recommendations developed by the authors are of
practical significance for financing innovative social projects.

The analysis of the literature shows that there are various approaches to improving the
mechanisms for attracting investments in the financing of social sectors, and applying them in a
comprehensive manner and adapting them to local conditions is of great importance. At the same
time, the development of digital technologies and innovative financial instruments is opening up

new opportunities.
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RESULTS AND DISCUSSION

At the same time, to attract funds from international
financial institutions, it is crucial to align the technical and economic justifications of projects with
international standards and properly assess project risks.

The financing mechanism of issuing social bonds is widely used in developed countries.
As Mahmudov [9] noted, this instrument has been yielding significant results in financing social
projects. The difference between social bonds and traditional bonds is that the funds raised through
them are directed solely to socially significant projects, and their effectiveness is measured through
specific social indicators.

Attracting venture funds is an effective mechanism, especially for financing innovative
social projects. According to the studies by Qodirov and Rahimov [10], venture capital plays an
essential role in developing social entrepreneurship and implementing innovative social solutions.
However, it is necessary to establish a proper risk assessment and management system in this
direction.

The impact-investment sector is also rapidly developing. The unique feature of these types
of investments is that they are aimed not only at generating financial returns but also at producing
positive social impacts. Impact investors aim to solve social problems while achieving sustainable

financial outcomes.
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Financing mechanisms based on digital technologies, including crowdfunding platforms
and blockchain technologies, are opening up new opportunities. These mechanisms enable the
financing of small-scale social projects and provide the opportunity to involve a wide audience.

The research results identified the following problems in financing social sectors:

RESULTS AND DISCUSSION

According to the results of the research, several effective mechanisms for attracting
investments in the financing of social sectors have been identified, and each of them has been
thoroughly analyzed.

Public-private partnership mechanisms are emerging as one of the most optimal options
for financing large-scale social infrastructure projects. The main advantage of this mechanism is
the presence of government guarantees and the optimal distribution of risks. However, the
complexity of the negotiation process and high transaction costs limit the application of this
mechanism in smaller projects.

Based on the discussion results, applying various financing mechanisms in an optimal
combination, i.e., creating hybrid financing models, has been evaluated as the most effective
solution. This approach provides an opportunity to maximize the advantages of each mechanism
and diversify risks.

CONCLUSION

Improving the mechanisms for attracting investments in the financing of social sectors is
one of today's pressing tasks. Based on the results of the research, the following conclusions were
drawn:

Firstly, it is necessary to further improve public-private partnership mechanisms for
financing social sectors. For this, it is essential to improve the legal and regulatory framework,
create a system of guarantees protecting the interests of the private sector, and enhance the
mechanisms for project evaluation and monitoring.

Secondly, creating a favorable investment environment for attracting foreign investments
is of great importance. This, in turn, requires implementing measures such as tax incentives,
reducing administrative barriers, and ensuring transparency.

Thirdly, developing the market for social bonds can attract additional sources of financing
for social projects. In this direction, studying international experience and adapting it to local

conditions is of critical importance.
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Fourthly, it is essential to expand the opportunities for financing social projects through
innovative financing mechanisms, such as crowdfunding platforms, impact investments, and
venture capital.

Fifthly, extensive use of digital technologies in attracting investments to social sectors and
implementing transparent financing mechanisms based on blockchain technologies are promising
directions.

Based on the above conclusions, it is advisable to implement comprehensive measures to
improve mechanisms for attracting investments in the financing of social sectors, deeply study
international experiences and adapt them to local conditions, and search for and implement
innovative solutions. This, in turn, will ensure the sustainable development of the social sector and

contribute to improving the living standards of the population.

THE INFLUENCE OF LEXEMES OF ETIQUETTE ON THE CULTURE OF NATIONS:
A CASE STUDY OF THE ENGLISH LANGUAGE

Abstract

Language serves as a mirror of culture, and lexemes of etiquette, in particular, play a
pivotal role in shaping and reflecting societal values and norms. This paper examines the influence
of etiquette lexemes in the English language on the culture of English-speaking nations. By
exploring cognitive and cultural implications, the study sheds light on how these linguistic
elements contribute to societal practices, interpersonal relationships, and collective identity.
Detailed examples illustrate the deep interconnection between linguistic politeness and cultural
ethos.

Key words: Lexemes of etiquette, cognitive linguistics, sociolinguistics, politeness, expressions of
gratitude, English etiquette lexemes.

Lexemes of etiquette, such as greetings, expressions of gratitude, apologies, and requests,
are fundamental to interpersonal communication. These linguistic elements are more than mere
words; they encapsulate cultural values, social hierarchies, and norms of behavior. The English
language, spoken across diverse cultures, offers a rich domain for analyzing the interplay between
etiquette lexemes and cultural practices. This paper aims to explore the cognitive and cultural
foundations of English etiquette lexemes; to analyze their role in shaping the culture of English-
speaking nations and to provide examples to demonstrate their practical influence on societal
norms.

The study is anchored in the disciplines of cognitive linguistics and sociolinguistics, with
particular focus on politeness theory, linguistic relativity and speech act theory.

Brown and Levinson's (1987) made a great research in the field of politeness theory. The
results of their scientific research serve as a framework for understanding politeness strategies in
the whole. Linguistic relativity includes the hypothesis that language influences thought and
cultural practices. Speech act theory deals with the analysis of how utterances perform actions,

such as requesting or apologizing.
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There are several concepts evaluating the speech acts and their meaning. Face-saving
strategies effort to maintain one's dignity and social standing. Shared expectations about language
use in specific social contexts are dealt by cultural scripts of the language. A feature prevalent in
English politeness strategies often expresses the indirectness in communication.

Greetings are an essential aspect of social interaction, reflecting openness and
acknowledgment. Common examples include "Hello," "Hi," "Good morning/afternoon/evening".
Usage of these lexemes depends on the context, formality of the situation and social distance of
the speaker. Greeting is used as opening a social interaction from point of view of cognitive
metaphor. English-speaking cultures value individuality, reflected in personalized greetings (e.g.,
addressing by name).

Example: Small Carreen could have cried because, for all Scarlett’s encouraging words
that morning, Brent had done no more than say “Hello, Sis” and jerk her hair ribbon before
turning his full attention to Scarlett! Margaret Mitchell. Gone with wind. P. 202

“Hello!” she shouted, summoning all her strength. “Hello!”” Margaret Mitchell. Gone with
wind. P. 761

She walked back across the yard and took the path down toward the silent row of
whitewashed cabins in the quarters, calling “Hello!” as she went. Margaret Mitchell. Gone with
wind. P. 814

How could a man say “Oh, hello”, after being gone without explanation for two days?!
Margaret Mitchell. Gone with wind. P. 1803

Expressions of gratitude underscore mutual respect and appreciation. Such lexemes as
"Thank you", "Thanks", "Much obliged", “Grateful” are considered to be gratitude lexemes.
Variations of expressions of gratitude reflect levels of formality of the situation and regional
differences in usage. Gratitude is used as an acknowledgment of goodwill from the point of view
of cognitive implication.
Cultural influence of expressions of gratitude is defined with their promoting the values of civility
and reciprocity.

Example: I’ll thank you to keep a civil tongue in your head. Here. Now lay him down.
Margaret Mitchell. Gone with wind. P. 394

She’s the soul and the center of everything in Atlanta that’s sterling. Thank God for her.
She’ll help me do something about it. Margaret Mitchell. Gone with wind. P. 1727

"Thank you".
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He was about to go back upstairs when Uncle Vernon actually spoke.J.K.Rowling. Harry

Apologies in
English encourages accountability and empathy in social interactions.

communication.

English etiquette lexemes also assists in fostering exclusivity and conflict resolution.
Apologies and gratitude contribute to resolving conflicts and reinforcing interpersonal bonds.
Phrases like "How are you?" signal concern and inclusiveness, fostering a sense of belonging.
Hierarchy and equality of English etiquette lexemes often downplay hierarchical distinctions,
promoting egalitarianism.

Examples of practical influence of workplace communication: "Could you please review
this report?" demonstrates politeness and respect, fostering collaborative environments. In
customer service politeness lexemes such as "Thank you for your patience” enhance customer
satisfaction and loyalty. In educational settings teachers’ use of etiquette lexemes are in the
following way: "Please complete your assignment” encourages respectful interactions while
maintaining authority. Diplomatic language expresses politeness in diplomatic discourse (e.g.,
"We appreciate your efforts") reinforces international cooperation.

While English emphasizes directness tempered by politeness, other languages (e.g.,
Japanese) may prioritize indirectness and non-verbal cues. These differences highlight the
diversity in how lexemes of etiquette shape cultural interactions.

The lexemes of etiquette in the English language significantly influence the culture of
English-speaking nations by promoting values of respect, civility, and inclusivity. Their cognitive
and cultural dimensions reflect and shape societal norms, demonstrating the inseparable bond
between language and culture. Understanding these lexemes is essential for fostering effective
intercultural communication.
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ETHICAL SKILLS OF PRIMARY CLASS STUDENTS THROUGH CHILDREN'S
PUBLICATIONS

Abstract. In the article, the author talks about the pedagogical and psychological necessity
of developing the moral skills of elementary school students using children's publications.
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Pupils who have developed moral skills are able to follow the criteria of social behavior,
fully absorb and apply knowledge, correctly direct their ideas, independent, critical. , acquire the
experience of logical thinking.

In the development of the moral skills of a primary school student, priority should be given
to objective relations involved in various educational activities and types of social communication.
These relations constitute the real object of pedagogical activity.

The development of the moral skills of a primary school student is the child's self-
awareness; development of personal mechanisms of behavior; development of moral ideas,
concepts and moral assessment based on them; includes the emergence of new motives for actions.
It is related to the general process of the child's social and mental development, the formation of
an integral personality.

Based on the formation of moral skills, a person develops a culture of self-control, which
is manifested in the ability to regulate a wide range of drives, instincts, etc. This self-control is
essentially social control. It suppresses unacceptable impulses for this social group and forms a
necessary condition for community life. The more advanced the society, the more complex the
education and upbringing of the individual.

In Uzbekistan, a number of scientists are conducting research on the development of moral
skills of elementary school students. M. Daminov and others in the scientific research work entitled
"Social moral education in primary school students™ identified effective methods for studying the
importance of social moral education in primary school students and their development, empirical

research, questionnaires and Emphasis is placed on examples of communication with elementary
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school students and their parents through observational methods. The results of the study showed
that social moral education should be integrated into the school curriculum.

In pedagogy, the educational process of school education is described as a set of purposeful
and consistent actions of students and pedagogical teams.

Pedagogical actions are the effects organized and accepted by the student and the team in
the process of educational work, they are interrelated together with the results reflected in attitudes
and behavior. works as a team that directly and indirectly affects the personality of the student.

In Uzbekistan, the role of the family in raising children is recognized as an objective fact
accepted by the general society.

The educational process aimed at acquiring moral skills at school is characterized by a
variety of means of pedagogical influence on students. The most common form of this active
process is the "Classroom" activity, which is a full-fledged educational activity. In this process,
the qualities that are the basis of education such as hard work, thrift, friendship, justice, kindness,
tolerance, national traditions, humanity, sensitivity, awareness, and humility are presented in
narratives, conversations, video content, and audio media. they understand through the given
information.

In the “class hour" it is desirable for the teacher to encourage all students to be active and
attentive, and to prepare them to express their attitudes and opinions. Whether it's a quiz, a
conversation, a travel game or a competition, any lesson contributes to the development of
students' moral education skills. Taking into account the interests of students and the specific tasks
of education at this stage, different topics are chosen for the lessons. One of the important sources
for the meaningful organization of "class hour™ is the mass publications prepared for children.
These include: artistic, intellectual, entertainment magazines for children, scientific, historical,
spiritual encyclopedias, collections of art and music, samples of children’s fiction.

Children's publications are an effective didactic tool for the formation of moral skills in
students. Today, among school-aged children, such magazines as Bilimdon, Dono word, Excellent,
and Znayka, which are offered to students by the newspaper "Tong yulduzi”, "Guncha",
"Gulkhan", and "Dono", are widely distributed.

Cognitive conversations develop the child's thinking, meaningful perception of the event.
Ethical and aesthetic attitude to folk traditions and national heritage is formed and developed in
children. Conversation is a common form of moral education that allows students to be included
in it, ask questions, listen to opinions, give facts, and prove their beliefs. The teacher teaches

students to analyze, to evaluate the events of manners and ethics accepted by them, to connect
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them with their actions and to choose manners and moral decisions. In this way, it directs students'
attention from general ideas about moral skills to reality.

It is very important to have conversations with children about manners and moral values
in primary school. Conversations and dialogues in the pedagogical processes aimed at shaping
manners among schoolchildren help to reveal the inner world and views of students. Each teacher
formulates the topic for the conversation. The wording should be expressive and contain a rule, a
conclusion, that shows how to act. For example: "How to take care of loved ones", "It is easy to
make a promise - it is difficult to keep it", "How do you talk with your father”, "When your mother
orders work...", "We say hello...". It is necessary to plan and estimate such conversations in
advance. Because their need is directly related to life and events in the classroom. Sometimes
conversations about manners and morals need to be conducted with a group of students or with
individual students.

In the process of communication and interaction, children learn to see and hear the
interlocutor, to consider his opinion, to negotiate, to recognize, to work together in a friendly
manner, to share something. That is, they get the experience of joint actions. Joint activities are
aimed at team building.

The introduction of the ethno-pedagogical component into the educational process of the
primary school can significantly increase the moral and moral skills of the students and enrich the
spiritual world. As a result, emotional perception is provided both in the process of cognition and
in the process of education. The development of moral skills based on the use of didactic works is
effective.

Based on children's publications, three stages are observed in the process of developing
moral skills among primary school students.

At the first stage, the focus is on engaging students in a variety of activities and forms that
are relevant and meaningful to students, judgments, evaluations, motives, aspirations, and certain
knowledge and moral meanings. is focused.

In the second stage, there is a deepening and expansion of the experience of moral skills
for the consolidation of stable behavioral methods and the emergence of new, higher moral motives
in the moral sense.

In the third stage, the deepening and training of the experience of moral skills, regardless
of specific conditions, is formed with enthusiasm not only in terms of content, but also in the
perfect sense.

Three periods are observed in the process of developing moral skills:
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In the first period, attention is paid to introducing important and meaningful ideas,
opinions, evaluations, motives, aspirations, and students into types and forms of activities that
have a certain cognitive and ethical meaning.

In the second period, there is a deepening and expansion of the experience of moral skills
in order to strengthen stable behavioral methods and give birth to new, high moral motives of
behavior.

In the third period, deepening and educating the experience of moral skills, regardless of
specific situations, passion is formed not only for the content, but also for the meaning of the work
done.

In the conditions of play relationships, the child voluntarily practices and learns normative
behavior. In games, more than in other places, the ability to follow the rules is required from the
child. They notice mistakes in the game with particular severity and express their condemnation
of the offender without compromise.

In general, pedagogical conditions are a set of specially based and organized conditions
aimed at pedagogical activity, which jointly determine the achievement of the educational process
at various stages of its effectiveness. Thus, the results of a comprehensive analysis allow us to
conclude that the concept of "conditions™ is general scientific and its essence in the pedagogical
aspect is characterized by several rules:

- reasons, circumstances, generality of any objects;

- the defined generality affects the development, upbringing and upbringing of a person;

- the influence of conditions can speed up or slow down the processes of development,
upbringing and education, as well as affect their dynamics and final results.

The main pedagogical conditions for the effectiveness of the development of moral skills
of elementary school students are a high level of cognitive activity in all classes during school
hours (teaching methods, organizational forms), a collective life environment, the pursuit of
socially valuable goals of activity, interaction consists of humanistic style, teacher and students,
active position of each student in educational activities.

Thus, taking into account the diversity of analytical approaches to the explanation of the
term "psychological-pedagogical conditions”, the following can be determined: psychological-
pedagogical conditions as a necessary component of the pedagogical process and the structure of
psychological and pedagogical conditions affect:

a) procedural components of educational system objects;

b) personal development of the subject during the educational process.
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In this paragraph, we identified the following pedagogical conditions for the development
of the moral skills of elementary school students with the help of didactic works:

- actualization of the moral content of folklore in improving the content and methods of
education;

- to ensure the ethno-pedagogical direction of development of moral skills of elementary
school students in school and extracurricular activities;

- ensuring the joint activity of the family and the school in introducing elementary school
students to the manners and moral values of didactic works.

Thus, the characteristics of the moral skills of elementary school students through didactic
works include:

- the desire to effectively educate elementary school students for the conscious and active
assimilation of manners and moral relations;

- the desire to influence the environment, recognition of their achievements by others;

- acquiring the system of patriotism, kindness, relatives, respect for citizenship,
environmental conditions, competence, tolerance, social solidarity, vital values;

- cognitive attention to the personality of the student and the support of others.

In conclusion, the following pedagogical conditions have been identified that help primary
school students to develop the most effective moral skills:

- using didactic works (poems, stories, proverbs, legends), conducting a structural analysis
of the 4th grade educational material to form the basis of the moral and ethical ideas of elementary
school students;

- when choosing the content and forms of the didactic tools (poems, stories, proverbs,
legends) material, taking into account the specific features of the development of moral skills
among elementary school students;

- application of the most effective methods and methods aimed at informing and actively
mastering the system of manners and moral concepts that allow the development of the moral skills
of elementary school students.

All over the world today, social threats that are contrary to the rules of ethics in various
ideological, spiritual and social networks affect young students. The fact that such inclinations of
young students have increased requires raising pedagogical prevention work to a high level in
families, which are considered to be the heart of spirituality, the source of preservation of national
traditions and customs.
